BURGDORF JUNCTI ON, Payette National Forest. A Type | Incident Managenent
Team (Hefner) is assigned. The fire is 27 nmiles north of McCall, ID
Structures are threatened. The fire grew fromten acres to 1200 acres in
| ess than four hours.

CLEAR CREEK, Salnon-Challis National Forest. A Type | Incident Managenent
Team (Carvel ho) is assigned. This fire is burning in a rugged wi | derness
area 26 mles northwest of Salmon, ID. The fire nmade an eight nmile run
yesterday. Residences al ong Panther Creek have been evacuated. Voluntary
evacuations are underway in other areas near the fire. Suppression
efforts are concentrated on structure protection.
