New | arge fires were reported in the Southern Area. Crews nmade good
progress on several of the large fires in the Four Corners area. Initial
attack activity was noderate in Florida and |ight throughout the rest of
the country. The National Interagency Coordi nation Center nobilized

heli copters, an air attack plane, infrared aircraft, a caterer, a

comm ssary unit, radios, RAWS equi pnent, crews, and m scel | aneous
overhead. Very high to extrene fire indices were reported in New Mexi co,
Ari zona, Utah, Colorado, California, Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, and

M nnesot a.

SQUTHWEST AREA LARCE FI RES:

An Area Command Team (Harbour) is assigned to nanage the large fires in
northern Arizona.

VI VEASH, Santa Fe National Forest. A Type | Incident Managenment Team
(Bateman) is assigned. This fire is burning in ponderosa pine and m xed
conifer five mles northwest of Pecos, NM The fire spread on the north
and east perimeters and spotted into the head of Gallinas Canyon. Crews
and dozers made significant progress on the south and west flanks of the
fire. One barn and three ranch outbuil di ngs have been confirmnmed
destroyed.

PUVPKI N, Kai bab National Forest. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team
(Anderson) is assigned. The fire is 25 miles northwest of Flagstaff, AZ
The fire made a easterly run within the wlderness fanned by strong,
shifting winds. Fire activity is also increasing around Kendrick Lookout
and cabin. Burnout operations have successfully buffered private | ands
and structures fromthe fire. Crews are preparing for nore firing
oper ati ons.

CERRO GRANDE COWVPLEX, Bandelier National Park. An Area Command Team
(Edrington) and two Type Il Incident Managenent Teans (Praytor and Carr)
are assigned. The fire is near Los Alanbs, NM Fire activity increased
with afternoon heating, but very little torching or spread is occurring.
| sol ated snmokes still persist in sone unburned islands within the fire
perineter. Construction of fireline and aggressive nop up continues

Arizona, New Mexico, southern U ah, and southern Colorado will be partly
cloudy and not as windy. |solated afternoon thunderstorns will occur over
the nmountains in the Four Corners area. High tenperatures will range from
the 70's in the northern nountains up to 110 in the deserts. Wnds will

be southwest at 10 to 20 nph west of the Rockies, and east at 10 to 15 nph
east of the Rockies. Mnimumrelative humdities will be from5 to 15
percent in desert areas, and from 15 to 30 percent in higher elevations.

California will be sunny except for norning clouds and fog al ong the
coast. Tenperatures will be fromthe nid 60's in coastal areas up to 110
in the deserts. Wnds in the Sacranento Valley will be north to east at
15 to 25 mph. Southern California will have southwest to west w nds at 10
to 15 nph. Mninumrelative humidities along the coast will be 40 to 50
percent. Inland, humidities will be from10 to 25 percent.

Florida will be partly cloudy with a chance of showers and thunderstorns
in the panhandl e and in the extrene southern part of the state. High
tenmperatures will range fromthe nmid 80's to the nmd 90's. Wnds will be
east at 5to 10 nph. Mnimumrelative humdities will be 35 percent in
Central Florida and up to 50 percent el sewhere.

Central and eastern South Carolina will be sunny with high tenperatures of
85 to 95. Mninumrelative humidities will be 30 percent.
