The National |nteragency Coordination
Center nobilized helicopters, a lead plane, air attack, infrared aircraft,
radi o equi prent, engi nes, neteorol ogical equipnent, and m scell aneous
overhead. Very high to extrenme fire indices were reported in New Mexi co,
Ari zona, Utah, Colorado, Nevada, California, Cklahoma, Texas, Kansas, and
M ssi ssi ppi

SQUTHWEST AREA LARGE FI RES:

An Area Command Team (Harbour) is assigned to nanage the large fires in
northern Arizona.

VI VEASH, Santa Fe National Forest. A Type | Incident Managenment Team
(Bateman) is assigned. This fire is burning in ponderosa pine and m xed
conifer five mles northwest of Pecos, NM The fire received 1/10 inch of
rain yesterday during the passage of afternoon thunderstorns. Crews have
begun to construct direct fireline on the east side of the fire. Pecos
Canyon has been reopened to residents.

PUVMPKI N, Kai bab National Forest. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team
(Anderson) is assigned. The fire is 25 miles northwest of Flagstaff, AZ
The fire has been less active due to favorable weat her and di m ni shed

wi nds. Crews are continuing burnout operations along control |ines and
roads. Mp up is progressing well.
