heli copters, a lead plane, an air tanker, radio equi prent, and

m scel | aneous overhead. Very high to extreme fire indices were reported
in Mssouri, Kentucky, Tennessee, and Virginia.

SQUTHERN AREA LARGE FI RES:

KI SATCH E W LDERNESS, Ki satchie National Forest. A Type | Incident
Managenent Team (Melton) is assigned. This fire is 10 nmiles south of

Nat chitoches, LA in a wlderness area. Burnout operations began |ast night
and will continue today. Hi gher humidity and |ight w nds are assisting
suppression efforts.

HARRI S, National Forests in Alabama. The fire is 7 mles west of Addison,
Al abama. Sone |arge stands of tinber in a Forest Service plantation were
damaged. Several structures are threatened.

H CKORY CREEK TRAI L, Chattahoochee-Cconee National Forest. This fire is
burning in a wilderness area east of Chatsworth, Georgia. Steep, rocky
terrain and access to the fire are causing challenges to contai nnent.

This conplex consists of 20 fires
along a forest road 20 niles east of Branson, MO  Steep terrain and gusty
wi nds have sl owed suppression efforts. Containnent was expected | ast

ni ght.

CORN CREEK, Mark Twain National Forest. This fire is 20 miles sout hwest
of Rolla, MO The fire is burning in hardwood leaf litter, slash, cedar,
pine and tall grass. Suppression efforts are directed at protection of
hunting cabins on private | ands. Containment was expected |ast night.
