SQUTHWEST AREA LARCE FI RES:

PUVPKI N, Kai bab National Forest. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team
(Anderson) is assigned. The fire is 25 miles northeast of Flagstaff, AZ
and has burned into the Kendrick WIderness Area. Wather conditions were
favorabl e and good progress was nade on fireline construction. Efforts
are being nmade on secondary contai nnent |ines outside the wilderness.

STOOGE COWVPLEX, Kai bab National Forest. This conplex consists of the
MANGUM and OQAK PO NT fires. A Type Il Incident Managenment Team (Joki) is
assigned. These lightning caused fires are ten mles southwest of Jacob
Lake, AZ. Containnent efforts are being curtailed by steep, hazardous
terrain and interior portions of the fire continue to burn out.

GORGE, Cibola National Forest. The fire is 39 miles southwest of Soccoro,
NM  This lightning caused fire is within %mnmle of a wilderness area.
Local i zed strong wi nds and rugged terrain are hanpering contai nnent
efforts.
