Four new large fires were reported, two in Southern Area, and one each in
Northern Rockies and Eastern G eat Basin Areas. Two |arge fires reached
contai nment, one in Northern Rockies and one in Eastern Great Basin Areas.
Initial attack activity was light nationwi de. Very high to extrene fire

i ndices were reported in Arizona, California, Colorado, |daho, Nevada, New
Mexi co, Oregon, U ah, Washington and Womi ng.

ROCKY MOUNTAI N AREA LARGE FI RES:

ELK MOUNTAI N COVPLEX, Bl ack Hills National Forest. A Type 2 Incident
Managenment Team (Hartman) is assigned. A Type 1 |Incident Managenent Team
(Hart) will transition today. This conplex of fires consisting of Elk
Mountain 2 and Rogers Shack, is ten mles southeast of Newcastle, W
Significant runs occurred with crowning, torching and spotting up to 1/4
mle. Evacuations occurred in the Pass Creek Road area and U.S. Hi ghway 16
was closed due to snoke. A historical cabin was destroyed at the Elk
Mount ai n Lookout .

DUCK CREEK, Raw ins District, BLM This fire is 35 miles west of
VWeat | and, WY. Contai nment efforts are being inpeded by shifting w nds,
steep terrain, beetle killed fuels, and |l ack of access. Burnout operations
were successful. Containnent |ines are hol ding.

DI NWOODY, Shoshone National Forest. This fire is located in the
Fitzpatrick WIlderness 22 niles south of Dubois, W. The fire is burning
in rocky terrain with scattered pockets of timnber.

H gh pressure over the central United States is circulating noisture
through portions of the Great Basin and Rocky Mountain areas. This wll
bring partly cloudy conditions with scattered thunderstorns, showers and
wet thunderstornms over Utah and Col orado. A few dry thunderstorns are
possi bl e over |daho, Woni ng and Sout h Dakota. High tenperatures will be
inthe 70's in the mountains with 90's expected for the | ower el evations.
Mnimumrelative humdity will range from 15 to 30 percent, except for 10
to 20 percent in ldaho and northern Utah. Wnds will be southeast to

sout hwest at 10 to 20 nph, with gusts up to 30 nph across western Woni ng.

An upper ridge over the central United States and an upper |evel trough
along the Pacific coast will give a dry southwesterly flow to the Northern
Rockies. This will bring partly cloudy skies with a chance of isolated
thunderstorns in the Rockies. Hi gh tenperatures will be 85 to 95 west, and
90 to 105 east. Mninumrelative humdity will range from15 to 25 percent
in the western sections, and 10 to 20 east. Wnds will be southwest at 10
to 20 nph, and up to 30 nph al ong exposed ri dgetops.

An upper |evel trough and an associ ated weak cold front will swing into
the Pacific Northwest. This will bring partly to nostly cloudy skies with
some light rain or showers to western Washi ngton and northern O egon. The
possibility of widely scattered thundershowers exist east of the Cascades.
Hi gh tenperatures will be in the 60's and 70°s west of the Cascades and
nostly in the 80's east of the Cascades, and into the 90’'s in southeast
Oregon. Mnimumrelative humidity will range above 50 percent west of the
Cascades, 20 to 30 percent east and 8 to 16 percent in southeast O egon.
