Initial attack activity was heavy in Rocky Muntain and Sout hwest
Areas, noderate in Eastern, Northern California, and Southern Areas, and
light el sewhere. Very high to extrenme fire indices were reported in
Arizona, California, Colorado, |daho, O egon, Nevada, New Mexico, Ut ah,
Washi ngt on, and Wormi ng.

QUTLOOK:

Monsoonal noisture over the Geat Basin and a weak upper |evel disturbance
over Nevada will bring partly cloudy skies with scattered, wet afternoon
and eveni ng showers and thunderstorns. Hi gh tenperatures will be in the
60's and 70's in the nountains, in the 80's and 90's in the valleys and 95
to 110 in the southern deserts. Mnimumrelative humdity will range from
15 to 30 percent, except for southern lIdaho which will be in the upper
teens. Wnds will be variable in Uah and southwest in Nevada at 5 to 15

nph.

Col orado and Woming will have nonsoonal noisture over the area, bringing
partly cloudy skies with scattered afternoon and eveni ng thunder st orns.

| sol ated, widely scattered stornms are expected along the western sl ope of
the Rocky Mountains in Colorado and in the south and central portions of
Wom ng. Hi gh tenperatures will be 65 to 75 in the nountains and 80 to 90
inthe valleys. Mninumrelative humdity will range from 20 to 30 percent
and winds will be variable at 5 to 15 nph

An upper | evel disturbance noving into the Northwest with a southerly fl ow
of nonsoonal noisture will bring partly cloudy skies. Wt, scattered
afternoon and eveni ng thunderstorns are expected in Oregon and the

sout hern and eastern portions of Washington. High tenperatures will be 70
to 85 on the west side of the Cascade Range and 85 to 95 on the east.
Mnimumrelative humdity will range from 10 to 20 percent on the east
side of the Cascade Range and above 35 percent on the west side. Wnds
will be southwest to northwest at 8 to 18 nph, except for gusts of up to
40 nph near thunderstorns.
