One new large fire was reported in New Mexi co which was contai ned. Two

| arge fires reached contai nnent in Idaho and Utah. Initial attack activity
was noderate in the Southern Area, and light el sewhere. Very high to
extrene fire indices were reported in Arizona, California, Colorado,
Nevada, Oregon, Texas, Utah, Washi ngton and Woni ng.

NORTHWEST AREA LARCE FI RES:

BALD PETER, Warm Springs Agency, BI A A Type 2 Incident Managenent Team
(Jackson) is assigned. This fire is burning in thick stands of beetle
killed | odgepol e pine 12 niles northwest of Canp Sherman, OR The fire
received a small anpbunt of precipitation, resulting in difficult footing.
As a result of the precipitation, progress in nopping up has been sl owed.
Unbur ned isl ands of heavy fuel adjacent to the fire perimeter continue to
be a contai nnent threat.

THI RTY M LE #103, Ckanagan National Forest. A Type 1 |Incident Managenent
Team (Stutler) is assigned. This human-caused fire is burning in | ogging
sl ash and conti nuous stands of tinber 20 miles north of Wnthrop, WA. The
wi | derness cont ai nment strategy has been inpl ement ed.

DOG CREEK, Wenatchee National Forest. A Type 2 Incident Managenment Team
(Johnson) is assigned. This fire is 11 mles southwest of difdell, WA
Crews continue to mopup and cold trailing along the west and sout hwest
perineter. Acreage change is due to better mapping.

Arelatively dry southwest flow will continue over the Rocky Mountain
region. This will bring widely scattered to scattered dry thunderstorns to
northern Wom ng and south-central Col orado, with isolated dry afternoon
thunderstorns el sewhere. Hi gh tenperatures will be in the 70's in the
nmount ai ns, and upper 70’s to lower 90's at |ower elevations. M ninum
relative humidity will range from15 to 25 percent across Colorado, 10 to
20 percent along the western slope and southern Wom ng, and 15 to 30
percent in the nountains. Colorado will have southwest winds at 10 to 20
nph, and 15 to 30 nph across nountain ridges. Wnds in Woning will be
sout hwest at 15 to 30 nph south and 10 to 15 nph north.

An upper |evel trough continues over the Pacific Northwest sending and
upper |evel disturbance across Idaho for an increasing chance of
thunderstorns. A southwest flow over Utah will continue with dry and w ndy
condi tions except for a chance of thunderstorms south. This will bring
partly sunny skies with widely scattered afternoon thunderstorns to

sout hern Utah and |daho, and isol ated thunderstorns el sewhere. High
temperatures in Utah will be 75 to 85 in the nountains, and 85 to 95 at



| ower el evations. Idaho will have high tenperatures frome65 to 75 in the
nountains, and 75 to 85 at | ower elevations. Mnimumrelative humdity
will range from5 to 15 percent in Uah, and 15 to 30 percent in |daho.
Wnds will be south to southwest at 15 to 25 nph with 25 to 35 nph gusts
in UWah. Wnds in Idaho will be southwest at 10 to 15 nph.

A trough of |ow pressure continues over the Pacific Northwest bringing
nostly cloudy skies west of the Cascades with a few light showers. The
eastside will have partly cloudy skies with a threat of wet thundershowers
over southeast Oregon. High tenperatures will be in the 60's to md 70’ s
in western Washington and Oregon to near 80 in southwest O egon. Eastern
Oregon and Washington will be 75 to 82 in the |ower elevations. M ninmm
relative humdity will be above 50 percent west of the Cascades, with 25
to 35 percent in the valleys east of the Cascade range and near 15 percent
i n sout heast Oregon deserts. Southeast Oregon will experience wind gusts
up to 30 nph. Else where winds will be west to northwest under 10 nph
except for 10 to 15 nph along ridge tops.
