(Stutler) is assigned. This human-caused fire is burning in | ogging slash
and continuous stands of tinber 20 miles north of Wnthrop, WA
Significant rainfall was received on the incident. The Loonis spi ke canp
wi Il be deactivated today. Mpping up to 300 feet inside the perineter is
under way.

Low pressure over the Pacific Northwest and high pressure over Texas wl|
produce a southwest flow across the Rocky Mountain region. Northeast

Wom ng will have isolated thunderstorns over the Big Horn Muntains,
otherwi se remaining dry. Isolated thunderstorns are expected over southern



and central Col orado. However, little rainfall is expected with the
thunderstorns. Western South Dakota will be nostly sunny. High
tenmperatures will be in the 80's to md 90°'s at | ower elevations and in
the upper 70's to mid 80's in the nountains. Mnimumrel ative humdity
will range from14 to 24 percent, with 6 to 12 percent in portions of
sout hern and central Woming. Wnds will be southwest at 10 to 20 nph,
with gusts near 30 in northwestern Col orado. Southern and central Woni ng
wi Il have afternoon winds fromthe southwest at 15 to 30 nph. Northern
Wom ng will have northerly winds at 5 to 10 nph. Wstern Sout h Dakota
will have northerly winds at 5 to 10 nph.

A weakeni ng trough over the Pacific Northwest and margi nal atnospheric
instability will bring noisture and isol ated afternoon thunderstorns.
Morning clouds with afternoon clearing is predicted for western WAshi ngton
and northwestern Oregon. Sout hwestern Oregon will be nostly sunny with
partly cl oudy skies east of the Cascades. |solated showers or

t hunder showers are possible in the northern Washi ngton Cascades and

nort heast ern Washi ngton nmountains, with a | esser chance of showers and
thunderstorns in the nountains of northeastern Oregon. High tenperatures
for Washington and Oregon will be 72 to 82 to near 90 degrees in

sout hwestern Oregon. Mninmumrelative humdity will range from40 to 50
percent in western Washington and northwestern Oregon, and 17 to 27
percent east of the Cascades and sout hwestern Washi ngton. Wnds will be
westerly at 5 to 15 nph.

In Idaho, the air mass renmains relatively cool and noist. Mich of Utah
remains dry and seasonally hot. Central and southern |daho may experience
i sol ated thunderstornms over the west-central and east-central nountains,
otherw se partly cloudy el sewhere. The | ower elevation tenperatures of
Uah will be 85 to 95, with the southwest Utah nountains and the valleys
of Idaho being 75 to 85. Humidity will range from5 to 15 percent in Utah
to 15 to 25 percent in the lower elevations of Idaho and 25 to 30 percent
in the nountains of Idaho. Utah can expect wi nds fromthe southwest at 15
to 25 nph, with gusts up to 35 nph. Wnds will be generally west to
southwest at 5 to 15 nph over eastern |daho.
