A strong high pressure aloft will bring warnmer and drier weather across
the Rockies. A Pacific front will nove though Montana and northern Woni ng
bringing an increase in westerly winds. Colorado will be nostly sunny with
i ncreasing winds. There will be a chance of isolated afternoon
thunderstorns in the southern Col orado nmountains. H gh tenperatures will
be in the 70's to the mid 80's in the mountains, and in the 80’s and | ower
90's for the |l ower elevations. Mninumrelative hunmdity will range from5
to 12 percent in western Woning, and 15 to 30 percent el sewhere. W nds
will be west to southwest at 15 to 30 nmph with gusts to 50 nmph in western
Woni ng. Col orado will have westerly winds at 10 to 20 nph.

A trough over the Pacific Northwest will bring cooler tenperatures and an
increase in westerly winds across north and central portions of the G eat
Basin. A ridge of high pressure will maintain warmtenperatures, |ow

hum dity and |ight wi nds over the southern portions of the area. It wll
be nostly sunny with isolated afternoon thunderstornms predicted for
portions of Uah. Central and southern Idaho will be sunny with mainly dry
thunderstorns over the nmountains. Hi gh tenperatures will be md 70's to



lower 80's in the nountains, and 80’s to lower 90's at |ower elevations.
Mnimumrelative humdity will range from8 to 18 percent at |ower

el evations of Utah, and 15 to 25 percent in the nountains. Wnds will be
southwesterly at 15 to 25 nph with hi gher gusts. Idaho will have m ni num
relative humdity ranging from5 to 15 percent, except 15 to 25 percent in
the southwest. Mninumrelative humdity will range from10 to 20 percent,
with winds at 15 to 35 nph with gusts to 45 nph . Nevada will be nostly
sunny. High tenperatures will be 80 to 95, except 105 to 115 in southern
part of the state. Mnimumrelative humdity will range from 10 to 20
percent in the northwest and 6 to 12 percent el sewhere. Wnds will be
southwest to west at 15 to 25 nph in the north and central portions and 5
to 15 nph across the south.

As the upper level trough noves into the Pacific Northwest westerly wi nds
will increase. Some light rain is expected in western Washi ngton and

nort hwest Oregon. Scattered showers and possible isolated thunderstorns
are forecasted in eastern Washington and northeast O egon. High
tenmperatures will be in the 60's to 70's in the north, and lower 80's in
the south. Relative humidity will increase except in southern O egon
where it will be around 15 percent. Wnds will be fromthe west at 15 to
25 nmph with local gusts to 35 nph across eastern Washi ngton and Oregon.

Northern California will be nostly sunny and a little cooler wth norning
fog along the coast. H gh tenperatures will be in the 60's and 70’ s near
the coast and 80’s to near 100 inland. Mnimumrelative humdity wll
range from50 to 60 percent along the coast and 10 to 20 percent inland.
Wnds will be west to southwest at 8 to 18 nph with gusts from20 to 30
nph over the nountains. Southern California will be nostly sunny with
nmorni ng coastal fog and | ow clouds. Hi gh tenperatures will be in the 60’s
and 70’'s along the coast, 80's and 90's inland, 105 to 114 in the | ower
deserts and near 120 in Death Valley. Mnimumrelative humdity will range
from8 to 15 percent inland and 25 to 40 percent in the inland coastal
area. Wnds will be south to southwest 5 to 15 nph.
