Initial attack activity was noderate in the Southern Area and |ight

el sewhere. Two new large fires were reported in the Southern Area and one
large fire was contained in the Northern Rockies. Florida will be dry and
partly cloudy. The Southwest will be warm wi th enough noisture and
instability for thunderstorms over the nountains. Northwest Nevada will
have a chance of showers with the rest of the area remaining dry. Very
high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, Florida, Nevada,
and Texas.

WESTERN GREAT BASI N AREA LARCE FI RES:

SIEGEL, Carson City Field Ofice, BLM This fire is burning in grass,
sagebrush and thick pinyon pine and juni per seven miles east of
Gardnerville, NV. Firelines continue to hold. Islands of unburned fuel and
steep terrain continue to hamper nmopup operations. Due to forecasted

wi nds, the containment date has been noved back.
