sout heast to southwest at 5 to 15 nph.

A strong high pressure will reside over northern California bringing near
record high tenperatures and low relative humdity. H gh tenperatures wll
be in the 60's along the coast and 100 to 105 in the inland valleys.
Mnimumrelative humdity will range from 15 to 30 percent. Wnds will be
northeast at 10 to 20 nph over the ridges.
