CURRENT SI TUATI ON:

New | arge fires were reported in northern California and Texas. High
pressure building over northern California will bring windy, dry and warm
conditions. New Mexico and Arizona will see wi nds and warm sunny
conditions also. Florida and southern Georgia will be partly cloudy with
scattered thunderstornms. Very high to extrene fire indices were reported
in Arizona, California, Colorado, New Mexico and Texas.

SQUTHERN AREA LARGE FI RES:

SILVER EAGLE, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is burning in a
large dry | akebed and swanp area near Grovel and, FL. The fire had
significant spotting in the afternoon. Snoke fromthe fire caused road
cl osures on major highways in Orange and Gsceol a Counti es.

This fire is burning in a large
dry swanmp in Sunmter County, FL. Burnout operations are occurring to assist
with contai nment efforts.
