Very high to extrene fire indices were reported in Arizona,
California, Colorado, |Idaho, Montana, Nevada, Utah, O egon, Texas,
Washi ngt on and Wom ng.

EASTERN AREA SUPPCRT:

NEW YORK CI TY SUPPORT, Federal Emergency Managenent Agency. Two Type 1

I nci dent Managenent Teans (Baterman and Lohrey) are assigned. The incident
command post is at the Jacob Javits Convention Center in | ower Mnhattan,
New York City, NY. The teans are operating a nobilization, receiving and
distribution center froma warehouse adjacent to the convention center.
Coordination with the Federal Energency Managenent Agency, the New York
City Fire Department and the New York O fice of Emergency Managemnent for
geographic informati on system needs continues. The | ogistics sections of
the teans are providing radio equi pnent, transportation, food, |aundry and
shower services to incident personnel.

NORTHERN ROCKI ES AREA LARCE FI RES:

PURDY CREEK, Gallatin National Forest. A Type 1 Incident Managenent Team
(Frye) is assigned. This fire is 12 niles southwest of Bozeman, MI. The
primary novenent of the fire is along the eastern flank. Crews have nade
excel l ent progress along the northern and southern fl anks.

MOOSE, Fl at head National Forest. A Type 2 Incident Managenent Team
(Stanich) is assigned. This fire is 13 mles north of Wiitefish, M. Mopup
and rehabilitation activities are continuing. Unstaffed divisions of the
fire are nonitored by aerial patrol.

Bl RK, Fl athead National Forest. A Fire Use Managenent Team (Cones) is
assigned. This lightning- caused Wldland Fire Use fire is ten niles east
of Seeley Lake, MI. No new information was received. This will be the |ast
report unless significant activity occurs.

CABI N CREEK, Lolo National Forest. A Type 2 Incident Managenent Team
(Specht) is assigned. This fire is 27 mles east of Seel ey Lake, MI. Crews
have nade good progress felling hazard trees along the primary access
trail to the fire and are holding the fire east of Dry Fork Trail.

MCKENZIE, Mles Gty Field Ofice, BLM A Type 3 County Assist Team from
eastern Montana is in place. This fire is ten niles north of Buffalo, SD.
Sone crowni ng and torching was observed on the fire. Crews have nade good
progress towards contai nment objectives.



A Fire Use Managenent Team has been
ordered. This |ightning-caused Wldland Fire Use fire, which began on
8/ 15, is ten mles southeast of Canyon Village in Yell owstone National
Park.
