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CURRENT SITUATION:  
 

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 201 fires reported.  Two new large fires were reported, 
one each in the Eastern Great Basin and Southern California Areas.  Two large fires were 
contained, one each in the Eastern Great Basin and Southern Areas.  Very high to extreme fire 
indices were reported in Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Kansas, Montana, Nevada, New 
Mexico, Oklahoma, Texas and Utah.

(Kvale) is assigned.  This fire is 11 miles west of Alpine, AZ in ponderosa pine and mixed conifer.  
No new information was reported. 
 
PEPPIN, Lincoln National Forest.  This fire is six miles northeast of Capitan, NM in timber.  Steep 
terrain, poor accessibility, heavy fuel loading, prolonged drought and high winds continue to be 
major concerns.
