CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 80 new fires reported. Two new large fires were
reported, one each in the Northern Rockies and Southwest Areas. Four large fires were contained,
one each in the Southern California, Northern California, Northern Rockies and Western Great
Basin Areas. Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, California, Colorado,
Kansas, Minnesota and Utah.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA AREA LARGE FIRES:

BIG, Tuolumne-Calaveras Unit, California Department of Forestry & Fire Protection (CDF). This fire
is in heavy timber and manzanita, six miles northeast of Groveland, CA. Falling snags, steep terrain
and heavy timber impeded containment efforts.

Most of the Northern Rockies, Rocky Mountain and
Southeast coast states will remain dry again today. The Southwest will also be dry, with higher
elevation wind increasing late tonight.
