INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
TUESDAY, MAY 9, 2006 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was heavy nationally with 301 new fires reported. Two new large fires (*) were
reported in the Southern Area. Two large fires were contained in the Southern and Eastern Areas.
Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Michigan,
Pennsylvania and Texas.

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:

ARECA, Florida Division of Forestry. A Florida State Type 2 Incident Management Team (Jones)
is assigned. The Team is also managing the Tosohatchee fire. This fire started on Fish and
Wildlife Service land six miles northwest of Sharpes, FL in southern rough. Numerous road
closures are in effect due to smoky conditions.

WF NEW SMYRNA 44/95, Florida Division of Forestry. A Florida State Type 2 Incident
Management Team has been ordered. This fire is one mile west of New Smyrna, FL in southern
rough. No further information was received.

WEST TEXAS IA, Texas Forest Service. A Texas State Type 2 Team (Rogers) is assigned in
Midland, TX. The Team is assisting local jurisdictions with managing initial and extended attack
fires within the fire management response area. Two new fires, including the Pyote fire, were
reported within the management area. Both fires are located near oil and gas facilities. Acres,
structure losses and costs represent cumulative fire activity for the response area.

RASELY ROAD, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is in Volusia County, FL in southern rough.
Interior smokes and spotting were reported. No further information was received.

TOSOHATCHEE, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is six miles southwest of Titusville, FL in
timber and southern rough. No further information was received.

PYOTE, Texas Forest Service. This fire is two miles west of Monahans, TX in grass. The fire is
burning near oil and gas facilities. No further information was received.

BIG BEND, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is in Osceola County, FL in southern rough. Low
relative humidity is intensifying fire behavior. No further information was received.

CORBETT TRAIL, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is four miles south of Indiantown, FL in
southern rough. Minimal fire activity was reported.

4 TRACK, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is in Broward County, FL in grass. Rapid rates of
spread and spotting were reported. No further information was received.

29 POWELL, Florida Division of Forestry. This fire is in Hillsborough County, FL in grass.
Containment lines are complete around the fire. No further information was received.

OUTLOOK:

Red Flag Warnings: For Tuesday for high winds along the North Slopes of the Alaska Range and

the Tanana Flats. For far west Texas for low humidity and gusty winds greater than 40 mph.

Fire Weather Watches: For Tuesday afternoon and evening across the northern Lower Peninsula
of Michigan. For southeastern New Mexico and much of southwest Texas for high winds and low

humidity.

Weather Discussion: A large low pressure trough moving across the Rockies today will create
dry and windy conditions over the Southwest and portions of southern Colorado. Elsewhere, an
area of high pressure will continue dry conditions in Florida which will extend up along the East

Coast.
